1.3 Remove lower part of center console cover.  Workshop Manual '681919 Removing and
installing cover for centre console'

1.4 Remove shift-lever knob.  Workshop Manual '340419 Removing and installing shift-lever
knob'

1.5 Only for vehicles with PDK.

1.5.1 Remove selector knob.  Workshop Manual '370419 Removing and installing
selector knob'

1.5.2 Remove upper part of cover for PDK.  Workshop Manual '681919 Removing and
installing cover for centre console'

1.6 Remove switch console.  Workshop Manual '962719 Removing and installing switch
console'

1.7 Remove air conditioning control.  Workshop Manual '870219 Removing and installing
front air conditioning control - section on "Removing"'

1.8 Remove ashtray.  Workshop Manual '682019 Removing and installing front ashtray -
section on "Removing"'

1.9 Remove seat cushion.  Workshop Manual '745719 Removing and installing rear seat
cushion'

2 Make cut-out for LED footwell light.

2.1 Make a template out of cardboard or stiff
paper. Dimensions are given in millimeters.

1 – Lower edge of template
2 – Axis of symmetry

2.2 Stick adhesive tape (approx. 5 x 15 cm)

To avoid damaging the wire harness (Fig. 9 -1-), pull the carpet forward (Fig. 9 -arrow-).

3.3.3 Crimp BN line from front footwell
light on passenger's side and
BN line from the retrofit kit
together using an insulated cable
connection.

3.4 Fit LED footwell light.

3.4.1 Plug in connectors on the LED
footwell light until the connectors
engage securely.

3.4.2 Carefully press LED footwell light
into the carpet.
