1 Remove the loose roof panel moulding causing the customer concern (see TOPIx

Workshop Manual section 501-08: Exterior Trim and Ornamentation - Roof Moulding).

Using a suitable tool, bend the tab to a 45° angle.

NOTE:

This step will aid in the installation of the roof panel moulding.

Position a suitable trim tool between the roof panel and the windshield finisher seal.

NOTE:

The area where the sealant is applied must be clean and dry.

Apply sealant from kit LRO78295 to the roof panel moulding in the area shown.

The roof panel moulding must be secured in position for a minium of 1 hour
with suitable tape.
