During certain repairs or component replacements, fastener replacement is Mandatory. Review the ELSA
repair instructions for the components being serviced to determine if there are fasteners requiring
mandatory replacement.

Brake Calipers, Ball Joint nuts, Strut to Body nuts, Drive Axle to Hub, etc.
Steering Wheel to Column, Tie Rod to Wheel Bearing Housing, etc.
