 Remove corrosion and clean the area thoroughly with a Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) compliant cleaner. 

 Apply a VOC compliant epoxy primer as an anti-corrosion treatment and primer (locally sourced).  

 Seal the metal edge in the fold area with a thin layer of fine seam sealer. 

 To ensure an even contact surface for the extra seal, apply the polyurethane sealer - AKD 476 KD 505 - with a 
soft plastic coating blade. 

 Restore paint structure according to the paint repair manual. 

 Bond a new door seal - Part No. 1J0 837 671 or Part No. 1J0 837 672 - (without PVC foil). Make sure the door 
seal is securely bonded by warming up the contact area on the door with a hot air blower (30 - 50°C). 
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Figure 3 (Paint Group 03) – Door Replacement 

 Replacement of the door under warranty is only permitted with through-corrosion (perforation) 

 The replacement door comes with a PVC foil for the door seal. 

Note: 

If through corrosion (perforation) is not present, door replacement will only be accepted if it qualifies per the 

Reimbursement Policy section of the Warranty Policies and Procedure Manual. This section provides important
