TPWS INITIALIZATION

Initialization Procedure

Refer to the Repair Manual for the Initialization procedure. Please note the spare tire does not have a TPWS sensor.

NOTE

To adjust the tire pressure correctly when the outside temperature is significantly colder than shop temperature, perform a
Health Check using Techstream and select the “Compensation Tire Pressure” checkbox. Compensation pressures will be
displayed on the Health Check results screen. Adjust the tire pressure when the tires are cold.

COMPASS CALIBRATION

Refer to the Repair Manual for the Calibration procedure for vehicles equipped with a compass in the rear view mirror.

NOTE

e Do NOT perform calibration of the compass in a place where the Earth’s magnetic field is subject to interference
(underground parking, under a steel tower, between buildings, roof parking, near a railroad crossing, near a large
vehicle, etc.).

e During calibration, do NOT operate electric systems (moon roof, power windows, etc.) as they may interfere with the
calibration.
