INTELLIGENT CLEARANCE SONAR SYSTEM CALIBRATION*

As the D/C Cut Fuse is removed, the steering angle sensor power source is cut off. When the D/C Cut Fuse is reinstalled, the
steering angle sensor center position may NOT be stored correctly. Therefore, it is necessary to calibrate the intelligent clearance

sonar system after installing the D/C Cut Fuse.

Calibration Procedure

1. Start the hybrid system.
2. Drive the vehicle straight ahead at 35 km/h
(22 mph) or more for 5 seconds or more.

NOTE

When the ICS OFF indicator light changes from blinking to off, calibration of
the intelligent clearance sonar system is complete.

FRONT LICENSE PLATE & MOUNTING BRACKET INSTALLATION*

The front license plate mounting bracket and 2 self-tapping screws are loaded in the

vehicle at assembly plant.

1. Align the holes "A" of the front license plate mounting bracket with the dimples on

the front bumper cover, mark the location of the holes "B" on the front bumper cover.
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HINT

e Holes "A" are used for installation of the mounting bracket to the bumper cover.
¢ Holes "B" are used for installation of the front license plate to the mounting bracket.

2. Dirill 2 relief holes with a diameter of 11 mm (0.43 in.) at the marks on the front

bumper cover to prevent the license plate retaining bolt end from contacting the cover.
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NOTICE
e Do NOT pre-drill holes into the bumper.

e Do NOT overtighten the self-tapping screws.
