BLOWS HOT AIR AFTER EXTENDED IDLING OVER 100°F

APPLIED VEHICLES: 2016-2018 Titan XD (A61)
APPLIED ENGINE: Cummins (5.0L V8) Diesel

IF YOU CONFIRM

Hot air starts to blow from the dash vents while the Air Conditioning is ON, under the
following conditions:

e After the engine has idled for an extended period with the vehicle in Drive (D-range),
and

e Ambient temperature outside the vehicle is 100°F (37.8°C) or more.

ACTION
1. Save Computer Data with CONSULT-III plus (C-lll plus).

2. At step 6 of the reprogramming procedure, confirm this bulletin applies to the vehicle
you are working on.

. If this bulletin applies, continue with the reprogramming procedure.

4. Write Saved Data with CONSULT-III plus.

IMPORTANT: The purpose of ACTION (above) is to give you a quick idea of the work you
will be performing. You MUST closely follow the entire SERVICE PROCEDURE as it
contains information that is essential to successfully completing this repair.

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SERVICE PROCEDURE

IMPORTANT: Before starting, make sure:

e ASIST on the CONSULT PC has been synchronized (updated) to the current date.
e All CONSULT-III plus (C-lII plus) software updates (if any) have been installed.
e The CONSULT PC is connected to the Internet (Wi-Fi or cable).

Save Computer Data

1. Connect the CONSULT PC to the vehicle.

2. Open / start C-lll plus.

3. Turn the ignition ON, with engine OFF (engine not running).

4. Wait for the plus VI to be recognized.

e The Serial No. will display when the plus VI is recognized.

5. Select Diagnosis (One System).

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6. Navigate C-lll plus to ENGINE > Work Support (see Figure 2).

7. Select SAVE COMPUTER DATA.

8. Select Start.
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NOTE:

o After selecting Start, a screen message may appear that says:

Latest diagnostic tool update must be used before saving the data,

otherwise there is a risk that the data entry will not work.

e |f the above message appears, select Continue.
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9. Make sure the ignition is ON and the engine is OFF (engine not running).

10. Select Confirm.

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Reprogram ECM

NOTE:

e Most instructions for reprogramming with C-lll plus are displayed on the CONSULT
PC screen.

¢ [f you are not familiar with the reprogramming procedure, click here. This will link
you to the "CONSULT- Il plus (C-Ill plus) Reprogramming" general procedure.

e For the Titan XD Diesel, the GR8 set to ECM power supply mode can be attached to
either 12 volt battery.

CAUTION:

e Connect the GR8 to the 12V battery and set to ECM power supply mode.
If the vehicle battery voltage drops below 12.0V or above 15.5V during
reprogramming, the ECM may be damaged.

e Be sure to turn OFF all vehicle electrical loads.
If a vehicle electrical load remains ON, the ECM may be damaged.

e Be sure to connect the AC Adapter.
If the CONSULT PC battery voltage drops during reprogramming, the process
will be interrupted and the ECM may be damaged.

e Turn OFF all external Bluetooth® devices (e.g., cell phones, printers, etc.)
within range of the CONSULT PC and the plus VI. If Bluetooth® signal waves
are within range of the CONSULT PC and the plus VI during reprogramming,
reprogramming may be interrupted and the ECM may be damaged.
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1. Return to the C-llI- plus Home screen (see Figure 5).

2. Confirm the ignition is ON, with engine OFF.

3. Confirm the plus VI is recognized.

e The Serial No. will display when the plus VI is recognized.

4. Select Re/programming, Configuration.

A. Find the ECM Part Number and write it on the repair order.

NOTE: This is the current ECM Part Number (P/N).
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Touch "Save" to save operation log and the current part number as listed below to CONSULT. /'
Operation log helps to restart next operation by selecting suitable operation log. Operation log is erased
after operation has completely finished.

“Caution! Use ONLY with NTBXX-XXX".

e If you get this screen and it is blank (no reprogramming listed), it means there is no
reprogramming available for this vehicle. Close C-Ill plus and refer back to ASIST for

further diagnosis.

In case no reprog/programming data is listed below, confirm the vehicle selection, VIN and
reprog/programming data in CONSULT.

14.Print a copy of this screen (Figure 11) and attach it to the repair order for warranty
documentation.

15.Select Confirm.
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All tasks are completed. Confirm LAN access, touch "Print" to print out this page.

In case CONSULT can NOT immediately access to LAN or printer, Screen Capture function is available for
temporally storage of this page. Touch "Screen Capture”, and save it. Screen capture data is in "Clll plus
Data Folder" on desk top, and open the folder named "Screenimages".

1. Return to the C-lll plus Home screen (see Figure 12).

2. Confirm the ignition is ON, with engine OFF.

3. Confirm the plus VI is recognized.

e The Serial No. will display when the plus VI is recognized.

4. Select Diagnosis (One System).
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5. Navigate C-lll plus to ENGINE > Work support (see Figure 13).

6. Select WRITE SAVED DATA.

7. Select Start.
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8. Make sure the ignition is ON and the engine is OFF (engine not running).

9. Select Confirm.
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10. Wait for the procedure to complete.
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11.Select End.

14.Disconnect the plus VI from the vehicle.

15. Test drive the vehicle and make sure it operates correctly and the MIL is OFF.
