ACTION

Update the Navigation system software using the DVD shown on page 2.

IMPORTANT: The purpose of ACTION (above) is to give you a quick idea of the work you will be performing.

You MUST closely follow the entire SERVICE PROCEDURE as it contains information that is essential to
successfully completing this repair.

SERVICE PROCEDURE

NOTE:

e This procedure will take 10-20 minutes with the ignition ON and may require the DVD to be inserted
twice to complete the update.

o Before starting the procedure, make sure to attach the GR8 to the vehicle battery and set it to power
supply mode.

1. Set the parking brake.

2. Turn the ignition ON (engine OFF / Ready light is OFF) and keep the transmission in Park or Neutral.
e The Navigation start-up screen should display.

o If the Navigation start-up screen is not displayed: turn the ignition OFF, wait 10 seconds, and then turn
the ignition ON again.

3. Wait more than 1 minute.
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4. Turn Bluetooth OFF.

a. Pressthe SETTING button.
