It informs the Technicians of conditions that may occur on some vehicles, or
provides information that could assist in correct vehicle and diagnostic service.

Content :Issue: Customer may eport a Check Engine Light with oil pressure DTC P0521-85
"High Engine Oil Pressure Sensor/ Switch "A' Range/ Performance- Signal above
allowable range"

Cause: Contamination of the oil pump control solenoid can cause sticking of the
hydraulic control valve resulting in the above customer concern and DTC.

Action: Replace the oil pump if the engine serial number is prior to the following:
