“Telematics Control Unit” (TCU).

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CAUTION: For the next step, do not use an electric type soldering tool. An electric
type soldering tool may generate a current that may damage the ECU.

11. “Install” the solder sleeve connector by
shrinking it to the wire with essential
tool Flameless Heat Gun J-46538 or
similar flameless heating tool (see
Figure 12 and 13).

“Installing” the solder sleeve connector
will:

e Melt the solder (silver ring inside the
solder sleeve connector) into the
exposed twisted wire area,

e Melt the sealant (red rings inside the
solder sleeve connector) onto the
wires, and

e Shrink the remainder of the solder
sleeve connector to the wire.
