This bulletin supersedes TSB-20-13-002 issued Novermber, 2020, to add DTC POO11 and make it
applicable to all models and model years listed below. Revisions are italicized and indicated by: <

PURPOSE

Thﬁ reflash is to correct two separate conditions that may exist with one reflash of the ECU
software.

1. The starter does not engage after quickly turning the ignition key and may result in a no start
condition. Turning the ignition key a second time allows the vehicle engine to start.

2. The check engine light illuminates with no drivability concerns and has a DTC P0014
(Exhaust Variable Valve Timing System Target Error) stored. Because DTC P0014 does not create a
fail-safe mode, the drivability of the vehicle is not affected.

3. DTC POO11 (Intake Variable Valve Timing System Target Error) is stored and causes the check engine >
light to illuminate. Fail-safe mode does not occur, therefore, the drivability is not affected.

This TSB instructs dealers to reprogram the Engine Control Module (ECU) with countermeasure
software to correct the issuefor any affected vehicles that corme in for service (with customer approval)
and any in dealer inventory.

In the event the vehicle was previously reprogrammed for PO011; POO14 reprogramming is available using <
the same warranty code.

REPAIR PROCEDURE

e Confirm your MUT-III SE is updated with the latest reprogramming database.

e Write down all of the electrical device settings such as A/C and radio before reprogramming. The
settings should be restored after reprogramming.

e Turn off all electrical devices to minimize the vehicle's electrical load. Also use an external power
source to ensure that the vehicle battery maintains the specified voltage during reprogramming.

e Make sure the USB cable and MUT-IIl SE main harness are not damaged.
e Connect the MUT-III SE to an AC power source to prevent internal battery discharge.

e Stay away from the under hood area during reprogramming. If the connection between the engine
ECU and ETACS is lost, the cooling fan operates as fail-safe.
NOTE: If an affected vehicle has a Malfunction Indicator Lamp (MIL) illuminated before reprogramming,
and DTCs are listed in the ECU memory, diagnose and repair those DTCs per the service manual before
reprogramming. DO NOT reprogram the ECU until the reason(s) for other DTCs being set has been
corrected.

IMPORTANT

To maximize customer satisfaction with the quality of their vehicle, affected new or used inventory vehicles should
be remedied before the vehicle is delivered. Dealers must check their inventory vehicles' VINs on the Warranty
Superscreen to verify whether the vehicle is involved In this service bulletin.
