MIL Comes On With DTCs P0441/P04F1

AFFECTED VEHICLES

Year Model Trim VIN Range
2017-22 CR-V EX, EX-L, Touring ALL
SYMPTOM

The MIL comes on with DTCs P0441 (EVAP System Purge Flow Malfunction) PO4F1 (EVAP System Low Purge Flow
Detected).

POSSIBLE CAUSE

External radio waves cause fluctuation of sensor outputs within the harness leading to a miscalculation setting a DTC.

CORRECTIVE ACTION

Install the sub cord to both the driver’s and passenger’s side harness or just the passenger’s side. Check the vehicle’s
VIN number to see the repair procedure needed.
