are not firmly attached to the brake piston. The zirconium inserts are loose (can be turned/moved). 

Technical Background 

To prevent the brake pads’ high temperatures from being transferred to the brake piston and thereby also to the 
seals and brake fluid, insulators known as zirconium inserts are used on the ceramic brake system. (Figure 1 - 
item A).
