Repair Procedure (Continued)

3. Using vacuum and compressed air, if necessary, clean any dust, lint or debris build up from
the HV Battery, cooling fan blades, control module, air ducts and internal/external filter of the
HV Battery cooling system

NOTICE

» Do NOT attempt to clean the HV Battery Cooling Fan while it is installed in the vehicle.
Doing so may cause dust or debris to enter the HV Battery Case.

» Failure to secure the fan blades while cleaning can result in electronic circuit failure due
to overturning.

4. Reinstall the HV Battery Cooling Fan Assembly and verify hormal operation.
